Report on the Financial Statements 

We have aud ited the accompanying mod ified cash basis fina ncial statements of the governmental 
activities, each major fu nd, and the aggregate remain ing fund information of Scottsbluff Pu blic 
Schools, Scottsbluff, Nebraska, as of and for the year ended August 31, 2019, and the related notes 
to the fi nancial statements, which col lectively comprise the District's basic financial statements as 
l isted i n  the table of contents. 

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

Management is responsible for the preparation and fa ir  presentation of these fi nancial statements in 
accordance with the modified cash basis of accounting described in  Note 1; this incl udes determin ing 
that the modified cash basis of accounting is an acceptable basis for the preparation of the financial 
statements in the circumstances. Management is a lso responsible for the design, implementation, 
and maintenance of interna l control relevant to the preparation and fair  presentation of financial  
statements that are free from materia l  m isstatement, whether due to error or fra ud.  

Auditors' Responsibility 

Our responsibi l ity is to express opinions on these financial statements based on our audit. We con­
ducted our aud it in accordance with auditing standards genera l ly accepted in the U nited States of 
America and the standards appl icable to financia l audits contained in Government Auditing Stand­
ards, issued by the Comptroller Genera l of the Un ited States. Those standards requ i re that we plan 
and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are 
free from material m isstatement. · 

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain a udit evidence about the amounts and disclo­
sures in the financia l statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditors' judgment, in­
c luding the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether 
due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor considers i nternal  control rele­
vant to the entity's prepa ration and fa ir presentation of the financial statements in order to design 
audit procedures that are appropriate in  the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an  
opin ion on the effectiveness of the entity's interna l control .

In our opin ion ,  the financial statements referred to above present fairly, in a l l  materia l  respects, the 
respective financia l  position - modified cash basis of the governmental activities, each major fund, 
and the aggregate remaining fund information of Scottsbluff Publ ic Schools, Scottsbluff, Nebraska, as 
of August 31, 2019, and the respective cha nges in fina ncia l  positio n - modified cash basis, thereof for 
the yea r then ended in accordance with the modified cash basis of accounting as described in Note 1. 

Basis of Accounting 

We draw attention to Note 1 of the financial statements, which describes the basis of a ccounting. 
The financia l statements are prepared on the modified cash basis of accounting, which is a basis of 
accou nting other than accounti ng principles genera l ly accepted in the Un ited States of America. Our 
opi nions are not modified with respect to this matter. 

Other Matters 

Supplementary Information 

Our audit was conducted fo r the pu rpose of form ing opin ions on the fi nancia l statements that collec­
tively comprise Scottsbl uff Public Schools, Scottsbluff, Nebraska's basic fina ncia l statements. The 
accom panying su pplementary information on pages 32 - 48 is presented for purposes of additiona l 
ana lysis and is not a required part of the basic financial statements. The accompanying schedule of 
expenditures of federa l awards on pages 28 - 31 is presented for purposes of additiona l  ana lysis as 
requ ired by the Title 2 U .S. Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Administrative Re­
quirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards, and is a lso not a required 
part of the basic financial statements. 

The supplementa ry information on pages 32 - 47 and the schedule of expenditu res of federa l  awards 
on pages 28 - 31 a re the responsibi l ity of management a nd were derived from and relate d i rectly to 
the underlyi ng accounting and other records used to prepare the basic fi nancial statements. Such 
information has been subjected to the auditing procedu res appl ied in the audit of the basic financial 
statements and certain additional procedures, incl ud ing comparing and reconci l ing such information 
di rectly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements 
or to the basic fi na ncial statements themselves, and other additiona l  procedures in  accordance with 
auditing standards genera l ly accepted in the United States of America. In our opinion ,  the su pple­
mentary i nformation on pages 32 - 47 and the schedule of expend itu res of federa l  awards on  pages 
28 - 31 a re fairly stated, in a l l  materia l respects, in  relation to the basic financial statements as a 
whole. 

The supplementary info rmation included on page 48, wh ich is the responsibi l ity of management, is 
presented for purposes of additional ana lysis and is not a req uired part of the basic financial state­
ments.

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

NOTE 1. SUMMARY OF SIGN I FICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard setting 
body for establ ish ing govern mental accounting and financial reporting principles. The fol­
lowing is a summary of the sign ificant accounting pol icies of Scottsbluff Publ ic Schools, 
Scottsbluff, Nebraska (the District). 

Reporting Entity 

Scottsbluff Publ ic Schools, Scottsbluff, Nebraska's Board of Ed ucation is the basic level 
of government, which has fi nancial accountabi l ity and control over a l l  activities related 
to pu bl ic school ed ucation in the District. The District receives fu nding from loca l ,  state, 
and federal government sources and must comply with the requ irements of these funding 
source entities. However, the District is not inc luded in  any other governmental "reporting 
entity" as defined by the GASB pronouncement, since the District's board mem bers are 
elected by the publ ic and have decision-making authority, the a uthority to levy taxes, the 
power to designate management, the abi l ity to sign ificantly infl uence operations, and pri­
mary accountabi l ity for fiscal matters. In addition, there a re no component un its, as de­
fined in Governmental Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 14, which a re included 
i n  the District's reporting entity. 

All sign ificant activities and organizations on which the District exercises oversight respon­
sibi l ity have been included in the District's financia l statements. 

Basic Financial Statements - Government-Wide Statements 

The District uti l izes the provisions of Statement No. 34 of the Government Accounting 
Standards Board, Basic Financial Statements and Management's Discussion and Analysis 
for State and Local Governments. Statement No. 34 establ ished sta ndards for external 
fi nancial  reporti ng for all state and loca l government entities, which incl udes government­
wide fi nancial statements, fund financial statements, and the classification of net position 
into the fol lowing components: restricted a nd unrestricted. 

The statement of net position and statement of activities report i nformation on the District 
as a whole. They include a l l  funds of the District except for fiduciary funds. The effects 
of i nterfund activity have been removed from these statements. Governmenta l activities, 
which norma lly a re supported by taxes and intergovernmental receipts, are reported sepa­
rately from business-type activities, which rely to a significant extent on fees and charges 
for su pport. The District does not report any business-type activities. 

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the d i rect d isbursements 
of a given function or  segment are offset by program receipts. Direct d isbursements are 
those that a re clearly identifiable with a specific function or segment. Program receipts 
i nclude (1)  charges to customers or applicants who purchase, use, or  d i rectly benefit

from goods, services, or privi leges provided by a given function or segment a nd (2) grants 
and contributions that a re restricted to meeting the operational or capita l requirements 
of a particular function or segment. Taxes and other items not properly included among 
program receipts a re reported i nstead as general receipts. 

Basic Financial Statements - Fund Financia l Statements 

Separate fi nancial statements are provided for governmental funds and fiduciary funds, 
even though the latter are excluded from the government-wide financia l statements. Ma­
jor ind ividual  governmenta l funds are reported as separate col umns in the fund financia l 
statements as a pplicable. 

The financial  transactions of the District are reported in  i nd ivid ual  fu nds i n  the fund finan­
cial  statements. The operations of each fund are accounted for with a separate set of 
self-ba lancing accounts that comprise its assets, l iabi l ities, fund ba lance, receipts, and 
d isbursements. 

Fund Types 

The accounts of the District a re organ ized on the basis of funds, wh ich a re grouped into 
the fol lowing fund types: 

Governmental Fund Types 

Genera l Fund - The Genera l  Fund is the genera l operati ng fund of the District and ac­
counts for a l l  receipts and d isbursements of the District not encompassed within  other 
fu nds. It may fi na nce a l l  facets of services rendered by the District, inclusive of opera­
tion and maintenance. Genera l  Fund receipts a re classified accord ing to source whi le 
its d isbursements a re classified accord ing to specific functions. All property tax receipts 
and other  receipts that a re not a l located by law, budgetary requirement, or contractua l  
agreement to some other fund are accounted for in  this fund .  Genera l  operating d is­
bursements and the new replacement capita l outlay costs that are not paid th rough 
other funds a re paid from the Genera l  Fund. General Fund d isbursements a re l im ited 
by the Tax Equ ity and Ed ucational Opportun ities Support Act. 

Depreciation Fund - The Depreciation Fund is established by the District in order to fa­
ci l itate the eventual purchase of a costly capita l outlay by reserving such monies from 
the Genera l  Fund.  To a l locate monies from the General  Fund, the District wi l l  show the 
movement of monies as a d isbursement from the Genera l  Fund and the Depreciation

Fund wi l l  show the receipt as a "transfer from the Genera l  Fund." The District may d i­
vide this fund into more tha n one account to a l locate a portion of this fund for d ifferent 
va l id purposes. The purpose of a depreciation fund is to spread replacement costs of 
capital outlay over a period of years to avoid a d isproportionate tax effect in a single 
year to meet such an expense. Th is fund is restricted as part of the Al lowable Reserve 
by the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act. The Depreciation Fund is 
considered a component of the Genera l  Fund.  

Employee Benefit Fund - The Employee Benefit Fund is establ ished to specifica l ly re­
serve Genera l Fund money for the benefit of the District employees (unemployment 
com pensation, early retirement, health insurance deductibles, etc.) .  The District ac­
counts for the a l location of funds from the Genera l  Fund to this fund as a disbursement 
in the Genera l Fund and in the Employee Benefit Fund the receipt as a "transfer from 
the Genera l  Fund." This fund may consist of more than one account for va l id a l location 
purposes. The cash reserve of th is fund is restricted as part of the Al lowable Reserve 
by the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act. The Employee Benefit 
Fund is considered a component of the Genera l  Fund. 

School Nutrition Fund - The School Nutrition Fund is used to accommodate the finan­
cia l activities of the Chi ld Nutrition Programs. These include the School Lunch, School 
Breakfast, After School Snack, Special  Mi lk, Ch i ld and Adult Care Food, and the Sum­
mer Food Service Programs. The fund accounts for a l l  receipts and d isbursements of 
al l  Child Nutrition Programs. Receipts in this fund include the federa l  and state pro­
gram cost rei mbursements received by the District and Genera l Fund support of the 
lunch program.  All food purchases and other suppl ies a re accounted for as d isburse­
ments of the School Nutrition Fu nd; accordingly, no inventories are mai ntained i n  this 
fund .  

Bond Fund - The Bond Fund is  used to record tax receipts and d isbursements for the 
payment of bond principal and interest, and other related costs ( i .e. investment i nter­
est, trustee fees, etc.). Receipts from a levy to retire bonds in  the District are reta ined 
in a separate fund by the county treasurer, the financia l i nstitution serving as a fiscal 
agent, or the District. Funds are disbursed upon appropriate demand.  Al l records of 
the transaction are mainta ined in  this fund.  Proceeds from bond issuance a re depos­
ited and recorded as a receipt in  the Specia l Bui ld ing Fund to be d isbursed on the ac­
tua l  bui ld ing project. The General Fund is used to make interest and bond retirement 
payments if the Bond Fu nd ba lance is not sufficient to meet these requirements.

Special Bui ld ing Fund - The Special Bui ld ing Fund is established for acqu iring or im­
proving sites and bui ldings, including the construction, a lteration,  or im provement of 
bui ldings. The primary sou rces of receipts for the Special  Bu ild ing Fund include the 
sa le of bonds, the sa le of property, and tax receipts. Regardless of the source, a l l  
receipts for th is pu rpose are accou ntable through this fund.  Genera l  Fund d isburse­
ments for the purpose of this fund are not a l lowable. Special  Bui ld ing Fund accounting 
provides a more effective means of identifying those d isbu rsements associated with 
construction activities and provides a complete and consol idated record of a l l  costs of 
the bui lding program at the conclusion of a project(s). If more than one Special Bui ld­
ing Fund activity is active at the same time, separate accounts for each project may 
be establ ished with in  the single Special Bui ld ing Fund. The tax levy for this fund is re­
stricted . The Board of Education may approve a budget with a levy l imitation of $0.14 
per one hundred dol lars of va luation , or a tax levy not to exceed $0.175 per one hun­
dred dol lars of va luation may be establ ished for this fund by a vote of the people with in  
the District for a term not to exceed ten years. 

Qua l ified Capital Purpose Undertaking Fund - The Qual ified Capita l Pu rpose Underta k­
ing Fund (QCPUF) is established for a specific abatement project to address an  actual 
or potentia l environmenta l hazard,  accessibi lity barrier, l ife safety code violation, l ife 
safety hazard ,  or mold which exists with in one or more existing school bui ldings or the 
school grounds of existing school bui ldings controlled by the District. Such determ ina­
tion sha l l  not incl ude abatement projects related to the acqu isition of new property, the 
construction of a new bui ld ing, the expansion of an existing bui ld ing, or the remodeling 
of an  existing bu i lding for purposes other than the abatement of environmental haz­
ards, accessibi l ity barriers, l ife safety code violations, l ife safety hazards, or mold. The 
period of years for such levy shal l  not exceed ten years and the levy for such project 
when combined with a l l  other levies pursuant to Sections 79-10, 110.02 and 79-10, 
110 R.R.S. shal l  not exceed $0.03 per one hundred dol lars of taxable va luation. Gen­
era l Fund d isbursements for the purpose of these funds are not a l lowable. 

For projects in p lace prior to Apri l 19, 2016, the Qual ified Capita l Pu rpose Undertaking 
Fund maximum levy remains at $0.052. 

If taxable va luation is lower than the taxable valuation in the year when the District 
last issued QCPUF bonds and the $0.03 maximum levy is insufficient to meet the 
combined annual  principal and interest, the District can exceed the $0.03 maximum 
levy for the d ifference to meet that year's principal and interest obl igations.

Governmental Fund Types (Continued) 

Cooperative Fund - The Cooperative Fund is used by the District acting as the fiscal 
agent for any cooperative activity between the District and one or more publ ic agen­
cies as defined in Section 13-803(2) R.R.S. Al l  pu blic agencies, inc lud ing the District 
acting as the fiscal agent, shal l  show the payment for services to a cooperative in their 
General Fund. 

Student Fee Fund - The Student Fee Fund is establ ished to col lect fees from students 
for participation in extracurricu lar  activities, postsecondary education costs, and sum­
mer school or n ight school. The money is d isbursed for the pu rposes for which it was 
col lected from the students. 

Fid uciarv Fund Types 

Activities Fund - The Activities Fund is used to account for the fi nancial operations of 
quasi-independent student organ izations, i nterschool ath letics, and  other self-supporting 
or pa rtia l ly self-supporting school activities not part of another fund.  The Activities Fund 
sha l l  not be used to record genera l operation receipts or d isbursements, nor sha l l  the 
Activities Fund be used as a clearing account for the Genera l  Fund. The District may d i­
vide this fund into more than one account to a l locate a portion of this fund for d ifferent 
pu rposes. 

Major Funds 

The District reports a l l  govern menta l fu nds as major funds. The General  Fund and its 
components are considered one fund for reporting pu rposes. 

Basis of Accounting 

The District prepares its financia l statements on the modified cash basis, which is in con­
formity with the accounting practices prescribed or permitted by the State of Nebraska 
Department of Education. 

The modified cash basis of accounting is a basis of accounting other tha n  GMP as estab­
lished by GASB. The modified cash basis of accounti ng is based on the record ing of cash 
and cash equiva lents and changes therein, and only recognizes revenues, expenses, as­
sets, and l iabi l ities resulting from cash transactions, adjusted for mod ifications that have 
substa ntial support in genera l ly accepted accounting principles.

Basis of Accounting (Continued) 

Only cash (and cash eq u iva lents) a nd items that involve the receipt or disbursement of 
cash (or equiva lents) during the period are recogn ized, except for the following modifica­
tions: 

Assets that normal ly convert to cash or cash equiva lents (e.g., certificates of deposit) 
that arise from transactions and events involving cash or cash equ iva lents a re rec­
ognized ; and 

Taxes and other revenues col lected by the county treasurers are included in  revenues 
of the District in  the year collected by the counties and the District funds held by the 
cou nty treasurers at yea r end a re included as assets of the District. This is in accord­
ance with the requirements of the State of Nebraska Department of Education. 

As a resu lt of the use of this modified cash basis of accounting, certain  transactions are 
not recorded in the financial statements. For example, accounts receivable and revenue 
for bil led or provided services that have not been col lected in  cash are not accrued as 
revenue or receivables. Additiona l ly, capita l assets, such as property, equ ipment, and in­
frastructure, a re not reported and long-term l iabi l ities, such as debt and compensated 
absences, a re not reported. 

If the D istrict utilized accounting principles genera l ly accepted in the Un ited States of 
America , the fund fi nancial statements for governmental funds would use the mod ified 
accrual basis of accounting, and the fund financial statements for proprietary fund types 
would use the accrua l  basis of accounting. All govern ment-wide financial statements 
would be presented in accordance with the accrual  basis of accounting. 

Capita l Assets 

I n  accordance with the modified cash basis of accounting, capita l assets are not recorded 
as assets on the government-wide or fund financia l statements, and depreciation is not 
recogn ized . Purchases of capita l assets are recorded as d isbursements by function in the 
financial statements. 

Long-Term Obl igations 

In accordance with the modified cash basis of accounting, long-term debt is not reported 
as a l iabi l ity in  the government-wide or fund financial statements. Proceeds from long-term 
debt a re reported as receipts and payments of principa l are reported as d isbursements in 
both the government-wide and fund fi nancial statements.

Eauity Classification 

Government-Wide Statements 

Equity is classified as net position and d isplayed in two components: 

Restricted net position consists of net assets with constraints placed on the use 
either by external groups, such as cred itors, grantors, contributors, or laws and 
regulations of other governments, or through constitutional  provision or enabl ing 
legislation. 

Un restricted net position consists of net assets that do not meet the defin ition of 
restricted . 

It is the District's pol icy to use restricted net assets fi rst, prior to the use of unrestricted 
net assets, when a d isbursement is paid for purposes in which both restricted and un­
restricted net assets are avai lable. 

Fund Financial Statements 

Governmental fund equity is classified as fund balance. 

Fund Balance Classification 

The govern mental fund fi nancia l  statements present fund balances based on classi­
fications that comprise a hiera rchy that is based primari ly on the extent to which the 
District is bound to honor constra ints on the specific purposes for which amounts in 
the respective governmental funds ca n be spent. The classifications used in  the 
governmental  fund fi nancial statements a re as follows: 

Nonspendable 

This c lassification includes amounts that cannot be spent because they either (a) 
are not in spendable form or (b) are lega l ly or contractual ly required to be main­
ta ined intact. The District currently has no amounts classified in this category. 

Restricted 

This classification includes amounts for which constraints have been p laced 
on the use of the resources either (a) externa l ly imposed by creditors (such as 
th rough a debt covenant), grantors, contributors, or laws and regulations of other 
governments or (b) imposed by law th rough constitutional provisions or enabling 
legislation.

Committed 

This classification includes amounts that can be used only for specific pu rposes 
pu rsuant to constraints imposed by forma l  action of the Board of Education. 
These amounts cannot be used for a ny other purpose un less the Board removes 
or changes the specified use by taking the same type of action (ord inance or res­
olution) that was employed when the funds were in itia l ly  comm itted. Th is classi­
fication a lso incl udes contractual obl igations to the extent that existing resources 
have been specifical ly committed for use in satisfying those contractua l require­
ments. The District currently has no amounts classified in this category. 

Assigned 

This classification includes amounts that are constra ined by the District's intent 
to be used for a specific pu rpose but are neither restricted nor committed .  Th is 
intent can be expressed by the Board of Education or through the Board delegat­
ing this responsibi l ity to the District admin istrator through the budgeta ry process. 

Unassigned 

This classification includes the residual fund ba lance for the Genera l  Fund. 

The District wou ld  typica l ly use restricted fund balances fi rst, fol lowed by committed re­
sou rces, and then assigned resources, as appropriate opportun ities a rise, but reserves 
the right to selectively spend unassigned resources fi rst to defer the use of these other 
classified funds. 

lnterfund Bala nces and Activities 

In the process of aggregati ng the financial information of the govern ment-wide financial 
statements, some amounts reported as interfund activity and ba lances in the fund finan­
cial statements have been el iminated or reclassified . 

Budget Process and Property Taxes 

The District is req u i red by state law to hold publ ic hearings and adopt annual budgets for 
a l l  funds on the modified cash basis of accounting. Tota l d isbursements for each fund 
may not exceed the tota l budgeted d isbursements. The General Fund is a lso subject to a 
total non-special education d isbursement l im it. Appropriations for d isbursements lapse

at year end. Any revisions to the adopted budget of tota l disbursements to any fund require 
a publ ic hearing. State statutes of the Nebraska Budget Act provide the prescribed budget 
practices and procedures that governing bodies are required to fol low. The amou nts that 
may be budgeted for certai n  specific funds are subject to various d isbursements and/or tax 
levy l imitations. 

The property tax requ i rement resu lting from the budget process is utilized to establ ish 
the tax levy in accordance with state statutes, which tax levy attaches as an enforceable 
lien on property with in  the District as of January 1. Taxes are d ue as of that date. One­
half of the real estate taxes due January 1 become del inquent after the fol lowing May 1, 
with the second one-half becoming delinquent after September 1. 

Compensated Absences 

In  accordance with the modified cash basis of accounting, vacation and sick leave bene­
fits a re reported as expenses when paid .  The District has entered into negotiated con­
tracts for employment for its certified and noncertified personnel for specified periods. 
Those contracts specify, in addition to other items, the sick and vacation leave accrua l 
and use of these benefits. Subsequent negotiated contracts may a lter those benefit 
terms. The District's negotiated contract terms for sick and vacation leave benefits are 
as fol lows: 

Certified Personnel 

Vacation leave - There is no benefit provided for vacation leave. 

Sick leave - For fu l l-time employees, sick leave accrues on September 1 of each year at 
a rate of n ine days per year. Employees may accumu late 75 days of sick leave. Unused 
sick leave may be converted to a cash benefit u pon reti rement at age 55 or above or 
death at a rate of $40 per day for a maximum of 75 days. 

Noncertified Personnel 

Vacation leave - For fu l l-time, fu l l-year employees, vacation leave accrues on September 
1 of each year at a rate of two weeks per year for employees with 10 years of service or 
less and three weeks for employees with more than 10 years of service to the District. 
Vacation leave is pro-rated for employees enteri ng service to the District after Septem­
ber 1. Al l u nused vacation is forfeited as of August 31 of the year fo l lowing the year in 
which it is earned . 

Sick leave - Sick leave wi l l  accrue at a rate of one day per month of service. Employees 
may accumu late 60 days of sick leave. Unused sick leave may be converted to a cash 
benefit, at a specified contractua l  rate, upon d isabil ity or retirement, upon 10 years of 
service or more.

Compensated Absences (Continued) 

Admin istrators 

Vacation leave - Admin istrators with 12-month contracts receive 25 days of vacation 
annua l ly upon contract renewa l (Ju ly 1). 

Sick leave - Ten days of sick leave a re provided each of the fi rst two years of employ­
ment and six days each succeeding year of employment. Sick leave of u p  to 100 days 
wi l l  be paid at the rate of $40 per day u pon retirement or death of the admin istrator. 

Use of Estimates 

The preparation of financial  statements i n  conformity with the modified cash basis of ac­
counting used by the District req uires management to make estimates and assumptions 
that affect certa in reported amounts and d isclosures; accord ingly, actua l  resu lts could d if­
fer from those estimates. 

NOTE 2. CASH AND INVESTMENTS 

For the fol lowing d isclosures, deposits - inc lud ing checking accounts, savings accounts, 
money market accounts, and certificates of deposit - a re a l l  c lassified as cash or cash 
and cash equiva lents on the financial statements. 

Custodia l Credit Risk - Deposits 

Custodia l  credit risk is the risk that in  the event of a bank fa i lure, the District's deposits may 
not be returned to it. As of August 31, 2019, the District held bank deposits and a lso held 
funds in certificates of deposits with the Nebraska Liqu id Asset Fund (NLAF). 

The NLAF was formed in 1988 under the l nterloca l Cooperation Act to provide a cash 
management program for school districts, educational service un its a nd community col­
leges, pu bl ic agencies, and other govern mental subdivisions. The N LAF was establ ished 
to assist pu blic bodies throughout the State of Nebraska with the investment of their 
avai lable cash reserves. Participation in the i nvestment fund is voluntary for its mem­
bers. The objective of the fu nd is to provide a means for investors to achieve a h igh rate 
of return whi le preserving principa l  and maintain ing l iqu idity, whi le i nvesting only in  i n­
struments permitted by a ppl icable Nebraska statutes. NLAF seeks to achieve its invest­
ment objective through professional ly managed investment funds governed by the 
i nvestment policies and restrictions specified . The NLAF Board of Trustees is elected 
from representatives of various participants in the fund. The NLAF Board of Trustees has 
engaged PFM Asset Management, LLC, as admin istrator and investment advisor. For a 
copy of the most recent audit report for the NLAF, contact N LAF at 1-877-667-3523 or 
via the N LAF website at https://www.nlafpool.org/.

Ba nk Deposits 

As of August 31, 2019, a l l  of the District's deposits with fina ncia l institutions were fu l ly 
insured or col latera l ized by securities held in  the District's name in  the form of joint 
safekeeping receipts. State law req uires a l l  fu nds in depositories to be fu l ly  insured or 
collateralized, and the District's pol icy is to require depositories to provide p ledged se­
cu rities to cover deposits in excess of FDIC l imits. 

NLAF Deposits 

State law required collatera l ization of deposits with Federal depository insurance or  
with U.S.  Treasury and U.S. Agency securities having a n  aggregate va lue at least equal  
to the balance of deposits. As of August 31, 2019, a l l  of N LAF's deposits were insu red 
and col latera l ized by securities held by the p ledging financial i nstitution in other than 
the NLAF's name. 

Investments 

The N LAF is a pooled cash account that invests primarily in  U.S. govern ment & agency obli­
gations and repurchase agreements. The NLAF seeks to maintain a stable net asset va lue 
of $1 per share, but it  is possib le to lose money investing in  the NLAF. The NLAF is not in­
sured or guaranteed by the Federal Depository Insura nce Corporation or any other govern­
mental agency. 

At August 31, 2019, the District had $8,830,211 in NLAF investments. These investments 
consisted of govern ment agency securities and repurchase agreements that were col lat­
era l ized by U.S. government securities. 

The District is exposed to risks noted below in relation to its investments in the NLAF. The 
District does not have a pol icy for these risks. The fol lowing NLAF risk pol icies below were 
taken from footnotes in the NLAF audit report. 

I nterest Rate Risk 

The NLAF investment pol icy l imits its exposure to market va lue fluctuations due to 
changes in interest rates by requ i ring that the portfolio maintain  a dol lar-weighted 
average maturity of not greater than 60 days. The weighted average maturity of the 
entire portfol io at May 31, 2019 ,  the date of the latest NLAF audit report, was 37 days. 
Al l of the NLAF's investments had a maturity of less than two years.

Credit R isk 

Credit risk is the risk that the issuer or other counterparty to an investment wi l l  not 
fulfi l l  its obl igations. Accord ing to the latest audit report on the N LAF, as of May 31, 
2019, the NLAF l im its the investments to certain fixed i ncome instrum ents which 
school entities a re permitted to invest in  u nder Nebraska law. As of May 31, 2019, 
the investment portfol io was com prised of i nvestments that were, in aggregate, rated 
by Standard & Poor's (S&P) as shown i n  the table below. The rates incl ude the rat­
i ngs of col lateral u nderlyi ng repurchase agreements in effect at May 3 1, 2019.

Custod ia l  Credit R isk 

Custod ia l  credit risk is the risk that, i n  the event of the fa i lure of the counterparty, the 
NLAF wi l l  not be able to recover the va lue of its investment or col latera l securities that 
are in the possession of the outside pa rty. The NLAF has no specific policy as to custo­
d ia l  credit risk. All of the underlying securities for the N LAF i nvestments in  repurchase 
agreements at May 31, 2019, the latest a ud it report date for the NLAF, were co l latera l­
ized at 102% of the obligation's principal and interest va lue. In the event of defau lt on 
the obl igation to repurchase, the NLAF has the right to l iquidate the col latera l and apply 
the proceeds in satisfaction of the obl igation.

The Scottsbluff Publ ic Schools contributes to the Nebraska School Employees Reti rement 
System, a cost-shari ng multi ple-employer defined benefit pension plan admin istered by 
the Nebraska Publ ic Employees Retirement System (N PERS). NPERS provides retirement 
and d isabi l ity benefits to plan members and beneficiaries. The School Employees Retire­
ment Act establ ishes benefit provisions. 

In 1945, the Nebraska Legislatu re enacted the law establ ishing a reti rement plan for 
school employees of the State. Duri ng the NPERS fiscal yea r ended June 30, 2018, there 
were 265 pa rtic ipating school d istricts. These were the d istricts that had contributions dur­
i ng the fisca l year. Al l regu lar  publ ic school employees in Nebraska, other than those who 
have their own retirement plans (Class V school d istricts, Nebraska State Col leges, Un iver­
sity of Nebraska, and Nebraska Community Col leges), are members of the plan .  

Benefits Provided 

Normal reti rement is at age 65. For an employee who became a member before Ju ly 1, 
2013, the monthly benefit is equal to the greater of the fol lowing: (1) the sum of a savings 
annu ity, which is the actuarial equivalent of the member's accumulated contributions and a 
service annu ity equa l  to $3.50 per year of service or (2) the average of the three 12-month 
periods of service as a school employee in which such compensation was the greatest, mu l­
tipl ied by total yea rs of creditable service, m ultipl ied by a formula factor (currently 2%) set 
by statute, and an actuarial factor based on age.

Benefits Provided (Continued} 

For an employee who became a member on or after Ju ly 1, 2013, the month ly benefit is 
equal to the greater of the fol lowing: (1) the sum of a savings annu ity, which is the actuar­
ia l  equ ivalent of the member's accumu lated contributions and a service a n nuity equal  to 
$3.50 per year of service or (2) the average of the five 12-month periods of service as a 
school employee in which such compensation was the greatest, mu ltipl ied by tota l years 
of creditable service, mu ltipl ied by a formula factor (currently 2%) set by statute, and an 
actua rial factor based on age. 

Benefit ca lcu lations vary with early retirement. Employees' benefits a re vested after five 
years of plan participation or when termination occurs at age 65 or later. 

For school employees who became members prior to Ju ly 1, 2013, the benefit paid to a 
retired member or beneficiary receives an annual  cost of l iving adjustment, which is in­
creased by the lesser of the percentage change in the Consu mer Price I ndex for Urban 
Wage Earners and Clerical Workers or two a nd one-ha lf percent. The cu rrent benefit pa id 
to a retired member or beneficiary is adjusted so that the purchasing power of the bene­
fit being paid is not less than 75 percent of the purchasing power of the i n itial benefit. 

For school employees who became members on or after Ju ly 1, 2013, the benefit paid to 
a reti red member or beneficiary receives an annua l  cost-of-l iving adjustment, which is i n­
creased by the lesser of the percentage change i n  the Consumer Price I ndex for Urban 
Wage Earners and Clerical Workers or one percent. 

Contributions 

Contribution  provisions a re esta bl ished by State law and may be amended only by the 
Nebraska legislature. The State contribution is considered a nonemployer contribution 
si nce school employees are not employees of the State. The contribution rates (as a 
percentage of covered payro l l  for the year were as fol lows: 

- Members (employees): Each member contributed 9.78% of month ly salary. 
- District: The District contributed 101% of the member contributions. 
- State: The State contributed 2% of estimated payro l l  for the plan year. 

The District's contribution to the Plan for its year ended August 31, 2019, was $2,326,194. 

Plan Fiduciary Net Position

Long-term debt at August 31, 2019, consisted of the fol lowing: 

The District issued Series 2014 Genera l  Obligation Bonds for advance refunding Se­
ries 2009B General Obligation Bonds. Tota l proceeds of the bond issuance were 
$5,965,000. Principa l  payments are made annual ly on  December 15th of each year 
begi nn ing i n  2014. I nterest accrues at 0.20% to 3.15% and is payable in sem iannua l  
instal l ments due on December 15 and June 15 of each year. The outstanding princi­
pa l balance of these bonds was $- 0 - as of August 31, 2019. 

The District issued Series 2015 Genera l  Obl igation Bonds for renovation of the high 
school bu i lding. Total proceeds of the bond issuance were $20,000,000. Principa l  
payments are made annua l ly on December 1st of each year beginn ing i n  2029. Inter­
est accrues at 5 .00% and is payable in semiannual  i nsta l lments due on Decem ber 1 
and June 1 of each year. The outstanding pri ncipa l  ba lance of these bonds was 
$20,000,000 as of August 31, 2019. 

The District issued Series 2016 General  Obligation Bonds for renovation of the high 
school bui ld i ng. Tota l proceeds of the bond issuance were $9,200,000. Principa l  
payments are made ann ual ly on December 1st of each year beginn ing in  2016.

The District issued Series 2017 Genera l  Obl igation Bonds for advance refunding Se­
ries 2012 Genera l  Obl igation Bonds. Total proceeds of the bond issuance were 
$6,925,000. Principal payments a re made annual ly on December 15th of each year 
beginning in 2018. Interest accrues at 1.15% to 2.25% a nd is paya ble in annual  i n­
sta l lments due on December 15 of each year. The outstanding pri ncipal ba lance of 
these bonds was $6,415,000 as of August 31, 2019. 

The District issued Series 2019 Genera l  Obl igation Bonds for advance refunding Series 
2014 Genera l  Obl igation Bonds. Total proceeds of the bond issuance were $4,195,000. 
Principa l  payments a re made annua l ly on December 15th of each year beginn ing in 2019. 
Interest accrues at 1.45% to 3 .00% and is payable in annual  i nsta l lments due on Decem­
ber 15 of each year. The outstanding pri ncipa l ba lance of these bonds was $4,195,000 
as of August 3 1, 2019. 

The District issued Series 2014 Lim ited Tax Obl igation Bonds for advance refunding Se­
ries 2012 Li mited Tax Obl igation Bonds. Total proceeds of the bond issuance were 
$5,930,000. Principal payments a re made annual ly on December 15th of each year 
beginning in 2014. Interest accrues at 0.25% to 2.50% and is payable in sem iannual  
instal lments due on December 15 and June 15 of each year. The outstanding pri ncipal 
ba lance of these bonds was $3,062,000 as of August 31, 2019.

The District is subject to property tax abatements granted by the City of Scottsbluff, Ne­
braska , th rough Tax Incremental Financing (TIF) agreements with various developers. 
The incremental i ncrease in valuation from the development is not included in the Dis­
trict's ava i lable va l uation base unti l the TIF agreement has expired, which is genera l ly 15 
years.

NOTE 1. BASIS OF PRESENTATION 

The schedu le of expenditures of federa l  awards is prepared on the modified cash basis of 
accounting which is a comprehensive basis of accounting other tha n accounting principles 
genera l ly accepted in the Un ited States of America. Accord ingly, d isbursements a re rec­
ognized when cash is d isbursed. This basis of accounting is consistent with the method 
util ized for the basic financia l statements of the District. 

The information in this schedule is presented in accordance with the requ i rements of Ti­
tle 2 U.S. Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Uniform Administrative Require­
ments, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards (Un iform G uidance).

For 
these federal programs, the District reports disbursements at the va lue of goods received. 

Ind i rect Costs - For certa in federa l  programs, the District may be al lowed to uti l ize an in­
d i rect cost rate as determined by the federa l  program or a negotiated ind i rect cost rate. 
The District may otherwise uti l ize a de min im is ind i rect cost rate when a l lowed by the 
federa l program. For these federal progra ms, federa l  disbursements included a mount 
determ ined as ind irect costs. The District d id not uti l ize a ny i nd i rect cost rate to deter­
m ine i nd irect costs. As such, federal disbursements reported do not include a ny indirect 
costs. 

NOTE 3. CONTI NGENCIES 

The District receives funds under various federal grant programs and such assistance is 
to be d isbursed in accordance with the provisions of the various grants. Compl iance with 
the grants is subject to audit by various government agencies which may impose sanc­
tions in  the event of noncomplia nce. Management believes that they have compl ied with 
a l l  aspects of the various grant provisions and the resu lts of adjustments, if any, relating 
to such audits wou ld not have any materia l financial impact.

Basis of Accounti ng 

The accompanying schedu les of receipts, d isbursements, and cha nges in fund balance -
modified cash basis - budget and actual are presented on the modified cash basis of ac­
counting. This basis is consistent with the basis of accounting used in preparing the basic 
financial statements. All u ndisbursed appropriations lapse at the end of the budget year. 

Budget Law 

The District is requ i red by state law to hold publ ic hearings and adopt annual budgets for 
a l l  funds on the modified cash basis of accounting. Tota l d isbursements for each fund 
may not exceed the total budgeted d isbursements. The Genera l  Fund is a lso subject to a 
tota l non-special ed ucation disbursement l im it. Appropriations for d isbursements lapse 
at yea r end. Any revisions to the adopted budget of tota l disbursements to any fund re­
quire a publ ic hearing. 

Reconci l iation 

The Nebraska Department of Education required separate budgets for those funds con­
sidered as Genera l  Fund components for budget pu rposes.

Management of Scottsbluff Publ ic Schools, Scottsbluff, Nebraska, is responsible for establ ish ing and 
mainta in ing effective interna l  control over compliance with the types of compl iance requirements 
referred to above. In planning and perform ing our audit of compl iance,  we considered Scottsb luff 
Publ ic Schools, Scottsbluff, Nebraska's interna l control over com pliance with the types of requ i re­
ments that could have a di rect and material  effect on each major federa l  program to determine the 
auditing procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances for the purpose of expressing an opin­
ion on compliance for each major federal program and to test and report on interna l  control over 
compl iance in accorda nce with the Un iform Gu idance, but not for the purpose of expressing a n  opin­
ion on the effectiveness of interna l  control over compliance. Accord ingly, we do not express an opin­
ion on the effectiveness of Scottsbluff Public Schools, Scottsbl uff, Nebraska's internal control over 
complia nce. 

A deficiency in internal control over compliance exists when the design or operation of a control over 
complia nce does not a l low management or employees, i n  the normal course of performing their as­
signed functions, to prevent, or detect and correct, noncompliance with a type of compliance require­
ment of a federal program on a timely basis. A material weakness in internal control over compliance 
is a deficiency, or combination  of deficiencies, in i nterna l  control over compl iance, such that there is a 
reasonable possibi l ity that materia l  noncompliance with a type of com pliance requ i rement of a federal 
program will not be prevented , or  detected and corrected, on a timely basis. A significant deficiency in 
internal control over compliance is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, i n  i nterna l control 
over compliance with a type of com pl ia nce requirement of a federal program that is less severe than a 
materia l  weakness in interna l  control over compliance, yet important enough to merit attention by 
those charged with governance. 

Our consideration of internal control over compl iance was for the l imited purpose described in the 
fi rst paragraph of this section and was not designed to identify a l l  deficiencies in internal control over 
com pl iance that m ight be materia l  weaknesses or significant deficiencies. We did not identify any 
deficiencies in  i nternal control over compl iance that we consider to be material weaknesses. How­
ever, material  weaknesses may exist that have not been identified . 

The purpose of this report on i nterna l  control over com pl iance is solely to describe the scope of our 
testing of i nternal control over com plia nce and the resu lts of that testing based on the requ i rements 
of the U niform Guidance. Accord ingly, this report is not suitable for a ny other purpose.
